Washington State University is a land-grant research institution with an enrollment of approximately 18,600 students on the Pullman campus, including 2,400 graduate students.  The School of Molecular Biosciences (SMB) was formed six years ago from the merger of the departments of Biochemistry & Biophysics, Genetics & Cell Biology and Microbiology.  As a result of this consolidation, students can now choose from 47 research labs of SMB faculty and SMB associated faculty to pursue their Ph.D.  Our graduate education emphasizes broad, interdisciplinary training with a quality research experience, tailored to each student’s interests.  The research of the SMB graduate training faculty are well-supported by external funding, with access to state of the art facilities, including Centers and Core Facilities for mass spectrometry, biomolecular X-ray crystallography, NMR spectroscopy, genomics, bioinformatics, bioimaging and molecular biology.

In addition to academic and research opportunities, Pullman offers a safe, friendly, small-town living environment with a relatively low cost of living.  The Palouse environs offer easy access to many outdoor recreational areas, such as the Bitteroot Wilderness in the foothills of the Rockies, the Cascade Mountains and the Snake, Salmon and Clearwater Rivers (including Hells Canyon).
