6. Regular State 4-H Fair Still Life Entry
Forms and Tags should be completed for all
entries.
7. All Creative Kids Projects are due to the
State 4-H Fair no later than 5 p.m. on Tuesday,
Sept 3.
8. Ribbons will be placed on the entries no
later than Sept 4. Entries will be on display
throughout the remainder of the fair.
9. Entries will be release on Monday,
September 23 (1-5 pm) and on Tuesday,
September 24 (9am-5pm).
10. All remaining general rules for the WA
State 4-H Fair apply to all Creative Kids
Projects.
11. Special activity ribbons will be awarded to
all participants. There will be no premium
money for Creative Kids Projects.
